Packing Museum Objects for Shipment:

Recently, I visited the Jimmy Carter Museum and Library located in Atlanta, Georgia.   During my visit I learn about packing museum objects for shipment.  The experience provided the proper techniques of planning how to pack historic artifacts safely and securely for shipping.  The artifacts consisted of Dr. Carver’s geological specimens, a guitar, his military uniform, the Jess up Wagon, which was a part of Tuskegee University’s extension program, and paint pigments discovered from the Alabama clay.   Tuskegee Institute NHS loaned the Chicago Field Museum over 100 artifacts for a three year traveling exhibition.  The exhibition ended June 1, 2012 and will be return to the Tuskegee Institute Collections Management Center.   The Museum Specialist and I had to ensure these items were returned properly and packed and shipped to storage safely.  
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
